
SAMPLE Co-op Education Plan 
 
 
1. Start with the first semester you began your current degree program, and list ALL of the classes you have 

taken thus far at IIT towards that degree.  If you received one degree from IIT, like a B.S., and now you’re 
continuing on for another degree, like an M.S., only list your courses from the beginning of the current (the 
latest, in this case the M.S. degree) program. 

 
2. Now fill in what classes you expect to take, up until you graduate.  (Yes, we’re asking you to predict the 

future.  Guess.  Make it up.  This isn’t final.  You want to show that you’ve thought about this, considered 
what you need to take and when it’s offered, that you can fit in all the classes you need to graduate, and that 
your work experience won’t interfere with your studies.)  Change it as often as you like – just keep us posted 
as to what’s changed and how the new schedule works. 

 
3. Now fill in what terms you intend to work (at least 2 full-time terms if you’re a graduate student, and 3 full-

time terms if you’re an undergraduate), and if those are full-time or part-time work terms.  List them as Co-op 
1, Co-op 2, Co-op 3, etc. 

 
Get all this filled in – both classes and co-op work terms – BEFORE you or anyone else signs this form.
